Frequently Asked Questions

Why send my child to a coed summer camp?

We live in a coed world!Camp Hawkeye fosters a positive and pressure free enviromment
which boys and girls can learn interpersonal skills andrieanore confident in everyday interactions.
Leading by example, our staff serves as positive role mduelsghout the summer. Boys have an
opportunity to see girls as athletes and in leadershgs;ralhile, girls in turn see boys in more expressive
roles; dispelling the gender stereotypes often learned dilvengchool year.

What medical facilities are at camp?

Health and safety of the campers is our highest priaritywe work very hard to protect our
entire community. Staff members receive first aid saty training on and off-site prior to camp. Our
infirmary is well equipped and has a live-in registenerse. The local hospital is minutes away and we
maintain a close relationship with a local pediatricidio is fewer than 10 minutes from camp.

What are the dining hall procedures and how is the food?

Hawkeye serves a variety of healthy, hearty, and tasaan
in camp. Vegetarian options will always be availablezbmgers who
sign up at the beginning of each session. Campers with sgmstaaly
needs can also be accommodated, and must specify thg dietaits
on his or her application.

Dining at Hawkeye is a relaxed and informal experienwié,
some meals served on the deck or the grassy common anggerGa
are responsible for setting the tables, serving, andiolgaip.

Easily prepared food and snacks are provided for cabupgrio bring on their weekly
wilderness expedition.

What if my child is homesick?

For some campers, particularly the youngest ones, thidoméyeir first extended time away from home.
We understand that the transition can be difficult for Ipatfents and campers. Most campers experience
some degree of homesickness, although it can vary geeatlpresent differently. Our counselors are
experienced and know how to work with kids. All counsesmestrained during orientation on how to

deal with homesickness and the overwhelming majority of homeaitkers are fine within hours.

In order to better promote a smooth treomsinto camp life we maintain a busy and involved
schedule of activities for the campers throughout theviiestk of the session. As the session matures,
and campers become more comfortable in it, there is caonper and cabin choice time built in to the
schedule. We do ask that parents refrain from catlieg children during the first days of camp in order
to better deal with potential homesickness.
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How do you select staff?

Our staff members play an integral role in the Hawk&yrarounity serving as positive role
models and mentors for campers. We look for creativeandrwomen who have a love for working with
young people, enthusiasm in their activity areas, arapareciation for the outdoors.

Many of our staff members are teachers during the schoglalEaving them the opportunity to
join us during the summers. We take great care totse; caring, supportive individuals based on
excellent personal recommendations and extensive backgreseaich. Most staff members join our
community as a result of their connections to current endorstaff or campers. These individuals have
worked with or known other community members in the past.

How are the living accommodations?

Camp Hawkeye provides programs for campers aged 8-16 years old.
Each cabin group ranges from 8-14 campers. Campers ageedrin cabins
according to age and school grade. At least two group dousidige with the
campers in each cabin.
The cabins are rustic and yet provide a comfortable livieg.avlost
cabins have electricity, hot water, sinks, toilets simolwers. Cabins remain
simple however and include bunks, an open floor planshackd living space.
The only cabins without such amenities are for our oldesipg who utilize our shared shower-house.

How does my child get to and from camp?

There are various ways that campers may arrive gp;cimese include by car, bus, train, plane,
or camp transportation. Those campers arriving byaaeovith a family member or family friend who
drives them and drops them off. If families cannot drair tthild off at camp on the opening day of the
session they may take advantage of camp transportationp Bawkeye offers shuttle service, in the
form of 12 passenger vans or chartered buses, from Bosto@pnnecticut Welcome Center on Route 15
(Merritt Parkway) just outside of New York, and any ottiey where there is sufficient need. If there is
not sufficient interest to merit a bus or van, othearagements will be made.

In addition, pick-up is available from a number of "neardayports, which include Manchester
Airport in Manchester, NH, and Logan Airport in BostA. Both of these airports are within 2 hours
driving from camp. Private bus and train services aadablte but are not as convenient or timely.
